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If  natural beauty and tranquillity 
are characteristics you value in a 
neighbourhood, you might want 
to check out Whitlock West, a new 
development on the golf  course in 
Hudson.

The 27-hole Whitlock Golf  and 
Country Club has been in busi-
ness for nearly a century and is a 
staple in the town of  Hudson.

“It has a lot of  history with lo-
cals in the area because people 
hold events like wedding and 
anniversaries there,” said René 
Schubert, general manager of  
Whitlock West. “Unlike most 
clubs, it’s open all year round with 
weekly dinners and curling in the 
winter, it really has a community 
feel to it.”

That sense of  community and 
closeness is what attracted Schu-
bert to the location.

“The project is small so we’re 
hoping that will help create a very 
friendly and close neighbour-
hood,” he said. “There’s a feeling 
of  security too because everyone 
will know each other.”

Homebuyers in the development 
will also receive complimentary 
membership to the golf  course.

“It’s likely that neighbours will 
play rounds together and go to 
events at the club,” Schubert said. 
“It’s a great way for them to get 
together and socialize.” 

The 43-unit development, in-
cluding both detached and semi-
detached homes is located on 30 
acres in the middle of  the golf  
course.

“We’re thrilled to have the de-
velopment surrounded by na-
ture,” Schubert said. “There are 
creeks and trees and beautiful 
views from all the homes.”

The integrated development fea-
tures six different home models, 
all of  which blend well together 
visually.

The units are 45 per cent pre-
sold and delivery is expected 
this fall. The homes start at 1,500 

square feet for $374,000, including 
landscaping. 

“We’re taking care of  the land-
scaping because we want to make 
the move as easy as possible for 
people,” Schubert said. “Some-
times it’s hard to find the time to 
take care of  it right away because 
there’s so much going on when 
you move in.”

After choosing their model, 
homebuyers have three options 
for the style of  their interior: clas-
sic, contemporary or country.

“Usually when you get a home 
built you need to choose every-
thing from scratch and go to dif-
ferent stores to pick things out 
and it can be a very long process,” 

Schubert said. 
“But we’ve set it up so that cli-

ents do everything through us, 
we have designers that provide 
people with services for free.”

Everything is available at the 
Whitlock sales office, so homebuy-
ers don’t have to travel around to 
different stores to find samples.

“We also paint the house, using 
whatever colours our clients 
choose before they move in, so 
that it’s all ready for them,” Schu-
bert added.

In addition to being located in a 
natural setting, all of  the homes 
in the Whitlock West development 
have been built to respect the en-
vironment.

“We’ve made the project eco-
friendly by using special types of  
heating and insulation, electrical 
and pumping equipment and 
other accessories,” Schubert said. 
“We want the development to have 
a minimal impact on the environ-
ment.”

In keeping with that theme, the 
developers only cut down 20 per 
cent, rather than the standard 50 
per cent, of  trees in the area for 
the construction of  the project.

“We also went beyond the 
standard of  giving 10 per cent 
of  developed land to the Town of  
Hudson by giving about 30 acres, 
which represents nearly 100 per 
cent of  the size of  our project,” 

Schubert said. “That land is 
around the Viviry River and is 
now going to be protected by the 
Town.”

In addition, the Whitlock golf  
course is certified by the Audubon 
Society, an international certifica-
tion for environmental standards 
on golf  courses. 

“It limits the products that the 
course can use in order to protect 
the wildlife and the environment,” 
Schubert said. 

“It’s about giving people a 
healthy place to live.”
